Your job as a perioperative nurse is to contribute to the overall assessment of these patients and to balance the risks with the benefits, based upon the patient’s overall condition, and achieve the patient’s goals. Two of the desired outcomes for all surgical patients are freedom from injury, and freedom from infection. The goal of preoperative skin preparation is to reduce the risk of postoperative wound infections. This is accomplished by removing soil and transient microorganisms from the skin, and reducing the resident microbial counts to subpathogenic amounts. Risk is further reduced by using agents which inhibit rapid rebound growth of microbes. This video and accompanying study guide present the important steps in preoperative skin preparation, including: 

· Note patient allergies 

· Inspect the skin 

· Define a wide area for the prep 

· Use aseptic technique 

· Prevent pooling of prep solutions under the patient 

· Use tourniquet and dispersive electrodes 

· Apply the principle of clean to dirty 

· Begin at the site of the incision, work outward toward the periphery and discard the sponge 

· Prep contaminated areas such as stomas and draining wounds last.
